Public Transport: Santa Cruz Trams

The company is known as Metrotenerife, or Tranvia, which literally means "tram" in Spanish and it operates two lines.

Linea 1

This is the main line and it connects Santa Cruz with La Laguna, stopping at such important landmarks as the University Hospital, Candelaria Hospital

and Plaza Weyler.

Linea 2

Only added as recently as 2009, this smaller line links La Cuesta and Tincer, merging briefly with line 1 for two stops.

By Taxi:

There is a leaflet called "Guia de Horarios" [ghee-a day oh-RA-rioss] at the airport (you can get one from the information booth next to arrivals). This

also has the approximate taxi fares to various island destinations.

Remember that (most) taxis, being Mercs are quite spacious and some are estates. They should be able to take four adults, all with large suitcases. If you

need anything bigger, there are minibuses available (ask for "un grande" [grand-ay])

History: Tenerife is the largest and most populous island of the seven Canary Islands; it is also
the most populated island of Spain, with a land area of 2,034.38 square kilometers (785 sq mi)
and 898,680 inhabitants, 43% of the total population of the Canary Islands. About five million
tourists visit Tenerife each year, the most of any Canary Islands. Tenerife hosts one of the
world's largest carnivals and the Carnival of Santa Cruz de Tenerife is attempting to become a
World Heritage Site. Tenerife is serviced by two airports, Tenerife North Airport and Tenerife
South Airport, and is the tourism and economic centre of the archipelago.

Santa Cruz de Tenerife is the capital of the island and the seat of the island council (cabildo
insular). The city is capital of the autonomous community of Canary Islands (shared with Las
Palmas), sharing governmental institutions such as Presidency and ministries. Between the 1833
territorial division of Spain and 1927 Santa Cruz de Tenerife was the sole capital of the Canary
Islands, until a decree ordered that the capital of the Canary Islands be shared, as it remains at
present.

The island is home to the University of La Laguna, which was founded in 1792 and is the oldest
university in the Canaries. San Cristobal de La Laguna (a World Heritage Site) is the second city
of the island and the third one of the archipelago. The city of La Laguna was also capital of the
Canary Islands until Santa Cruz replaced it in 1833.

Tenerife also has the highest elevation of Spain, a World Heritage Site that is the third largest volcano in the world from its base, El Teide. Also located
on the island Macizo de Anaga since 2013 is Biosphere Reserve. The island's capital contains the architectural symbol of the Canary Islands, the modern
Auditorio de Tenerife.

Currency
Spain is a Member-State of the European Union and uses its uniform currency — the Euro. Spain, as is the case with the other Member-

States of the E.U. uses eight coins as follows: 1, 2, 5, 10, 20 and 50 cents and 1 and 2 Euros. The banknotes are issued in the following
denominations: 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 200 and 500 Euros.

Pharmacy
There is a rota-based system for 24-hour pharmacies on the Canary Islands. The name of the on-duty pharmacy (farmacia de guardia) is

listed in the window of all pharmacies. There are also a number of resources available online for those in need of a pharmacy at night, during
the weekend or during public holidays.

Museum of History and Anthropology of Tenerife

The Museum of History and Anthropology of Tenerife is part of the Autonomous Organism of
“Museums and the Cabildo de Tenerife”. It opened in December 1993 in the property known as
“Casa Lercaro” in San Cristobal de La Laguna, Canary Islands, Spain.

The museum holds out the prospect of spreading the history of the island of Tenerife, offering an
overview of institutional, socio-economic and cultural development of the island, from the
fifteenth century to the twentieth century.

Museo Militar de Almeyda

Exhibiting the Spanish conquest

The fascinating exhibits at the Museo Militar de Almeyda (Military History
Museum) tell the little-known story of the Spanish conquest of the Canary Islands,
focusing on the most decisive military campaigns against the native Guanche
people and revealing how they were subdued and converted to Christianity by the
invaders.

Museo Militar de Almeyda also focuses heavily on the 1797 battle between the
Spanish forces and Admiral Nelson of England, who had his arm blown off here
during his failed assault on Santa Cruz. El Tigre, an iron cannon that is said to have
been the one to injure Nelson, is exhibited here. Another momentous exhibit is the
30 meter scale model of the flagship Theseus, which was heavily involved in the
island’s defense around the 18th and 19th centuries.

Mount Teide “El Teide”

Considered the third largest volcano in the world, a trip to Mount Teide in Tenerife offers
spectacular views of the island and a variety of flora and fauna with changing altitude.
